	II. Release of Information to the Media
	C. Names of staff or offenders who have been victimized at a TDCJ unit, contract facility, or office will be withheld until an effort has been made to notify the next of kin.
	D. Limited information regarding an offender will be released as provided in the TDCJ Public Information Act Manual.  The only medical information that may be released regarding an offender is the offender’s general state of health or the nature of an...
	E. The Communications department may release information not prohibited by law, as the department deems appropriate through coordination with the executive director or designee.
	F. Media inquiries regarding the Office of the Inspector General (OIG) or ongoing criminal investigations within the TDCJ or directly impacting the TDCJ will be referred to the OIG for coordination of a response.
	G. Media inquiries regarding ongoing litigation within the TDCJ or directly impacting the TDCJ will be referred to the Office of the General Counsel for coordination of a response.
	H. Media inquiries regarding the Board of Pardons and Paroles (BPP) will be referred to the BPP Public Information Office.
	I. Media inquiries regarding the TBCJ will be made to the Communications department director, who will coordinate a response with the TBCJ chairman.
	J. Media inquiries regarding the WSD will be referred to the superintendent or designee.
